If the Grantee is a congortium, the term Grantee
shall also mean each member institution of the consortium, This Addendum forms an integral part of the
above Agreement to which it is attached,

Whereas, Grantee wishes to participate in ACS's Read & Publish Program, and ACS agrees to Grantee's
participation, subject to the terms and conditions of the Agreement {including all appendices) and this
Addendum,

Now, therefore, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

a. Read & Publish Program: ACS’s Read & Publish Program is specifically designed for the
Grantee to facilitate the open availability (“Open Access") of its ACS published arlicles at the time of
online publication. Open Access allows members of the public to access the Open Access article without
a subscription to ACS preducts and services, Notwithstanding anything to the contrary, availability and
use of such articles shall be governed by the terms and conditions of the most current version of the
Creative Commons CC-BY license,

Grantee hereby acknowledges and agrees that participation in the Read & Publish Program is
based upon and directly tied to subscription by Grantee to the ACS All Access or AH Publications joutnaf
product packages, Discontinuation of the aforesaid subscription or texmination of the Agreement, for
whatever reason, shall also terminate the participation in the Read & Publish Program. Capitalized terms
not defined herein shall mean the same as in the Agreement,

b. Qualifying Authors: Corresponding authors of Grantee submitting article manusoripts for
ACS publication qualify to have their articles published under this Addendum, if all the following
conditions are met at the time of submission of the manuscript:

1. the corresponding author is identified as the individual who is to communicate with ACS
through the peer review process;

2. the corresponding author is an Authorized User, as such term is defined in the Agreement;

3. the corresponding author indicates affiliation to Grantee by identifying their institution via a
provided dropdown menu during the manuscript submission process.

1t is highly recommended for ease of identification and administrative matters that corresponding
authors utilize during the manuscript submission process a current email address extension that is directly
associated to Grantee (or member institution, as the case may be).

1eserves the right to discontinue Grantee’s participation in the Read & Publish Program and to terminate the
Agreement in the event Grantee fails to pay all fees in accordance with the appropriate ACS invoice.

Grantee agrees that Tokens have no redeemable monetary value. For the avoidance of doubt, in the
event of discontinuation of Grantee's participation in the Read & Publish Program or Agreement termination,
unused Tokens will not be refunded as a sales credit or otherwise. Tokens expire twelve (12) months after the
Term of this Addendum, Notwithstanding, Tokens may be used solely for manuscripts accepted for
publication within the Term of this Addendum.
